The First Lesson Exodus 32:1-14
A Reading from the book of Exodus.

When the people saw that Moses delayed to come down from the mountain, the people
gathered around Aaron, and said to him, “Come, make gods for us, who shall go before us; as
for this Moses, the man who brought us up out of the land of Egypt, we do not know what
has become of him.” Aaron said to them, “Take off the gold rings that are on the ears of your
wives, your sons, and your daughters, and bring them to me.”

The Postlude Schmiicke dich, o liebe Seele, BWV 654 Johann Sebastian Bach (1684-1750)

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Choral Music Notes:

Johannes Brahms was a conservative composer of the 19" Century who studied older forms from the late
Renaissance to the High Baroque and emulated their style in a modern harmonic language. Ach, arme
Welt was the second of three motets in his opus 110. Although the other two emulate the earlier styles of
Heinrich Schiitz and Giovanni Gabrieli, this motet is closer to the style of a Bach chorale harmonization. It is
strophic, laid out in three verses, with an unmistakably Brahmsian harmonic quality.

Rejoice in the Lord Alway, formerly attributed to John Redford, is currently an unattributed work.
Interestingly, it originates in an important manuscript of keyboard music from the mid 16 century called the
Mulliner Book. This book was compiled by Thomas Mulliner, and it contains pieces largely based off of a
vocal model. The Mulliner Book contains pieces by many well-known composers of the time including
Thomas Tallis, John Redford, John Blitheman, John Taverner, and Christopher Tye. The text from Philippians
4 verses 4-7 from the 1549 Prayer Book fit well rhythmically and are thought to be the original model for the
keyboard derivative.

Organ Music Notes:

Johannes Brahms is a well-known and important composer of the 19 Century. Famous for his symphonies
and large choral works, he composed a small amount for the organ, which comprises preludes, fugues, and
chorales. This is of course consistent with his conservative tendencies — looking back to older forms, always
with a 19t Century, Brahmsian, harmonic language. At the end of his life, he composed a set of 11 chorales
which some think was intended to be 14. Schmiicke dich, o liebe Seele is No. 5, set with the tune always
clearly in the top voice, and composed for the hands only. A translation of the text:

Adorn yourself, O dear soul,

Leave the dark den of sins,

Come into the clear light,

Begin to shine with glory,

For the Lord, full of salvation and mercy

Has now invited you as a guest.

He who can reign in heaven

Wants himself to make his dwelling in you.
. Trans. Francis Browne

Bach’s setting of Schmiicke dich, o liebe Seele comes from a collection of large chorale settings for the organ
referred to as “The Great Eighteen’ or “The Leipzig Chorales.” Although they were compiled during Bach’s
Leipzig period, there were not strictly 18 of them, nor were they composed during his Leipzig period. Much
remains uncertain about the exact origin or final purpose behind these pieces, but one potential use in
Lutheran liturgies would have been for reflection during communion which happens to be the subject matter
for this particular chorale text. As the opening text says, “Schmiicke dich” or “Adorn yourself,” so Bach treats
the chorale melody in this setting, adorning it with elegant trills and ornamentation. He develops interludes
between the phrases of the chorale melody deriving their material from the chorale.
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
