 Blessed be God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  

People And blessed be his kingdom, now and for ever. Amen.

And 

I, when I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all people to myself.” He said this to indicate the 

kind of death he was to die. The crowd answered him, “We have heard from the law that the 

Messiah remains forever. How can you say that the Son of Man must be lifted up? Who is this Son 

of Man?” Jesus said to them, “The light is with you for a little longer. Walk while you have the 

light, so that the darkness may not overtake you. If you walk in the darkness, you do not know 

where you are going. While you have the light, believe in the light, so that you may become 

children of light.”

Intercession is offered according to the following form. 

A person appointed says 

Let us pray for the whole state of Christ’s Church and the world. 

Almighty and everliving God, who in thy holy Word hast taught us to make prayers, and 

supplications, and to give thanks for all people: Receive these our prayers which we offer unto thy 

divine Majesty, beseeching thee to inspire continually the Universal Church with the spirit of truth, 

unity, and concord. 
 

We pray for the Anglican Church of Tanzania, and for St. Clement’s Episcopal Church, Louisville. 

Grant that all those who do confess thy holy Name may agree in the truth of thy holy Word, and 

live in unity and godly love. 

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all bishops and other ministers, especially Justin, Archbishop of 

Canterbury; Michael, our Presiding Bishop; Terry, our Bishop; and Lee, our Priest; that they may, 

both by their life and doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer 

thy holy Sacraments. 

And to all thy people give thy heavenly grace, and especially to this congregation here present; 

that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear and receive thy holy Word, truly serving 

thee in holiness and righteousness all the days of their life. 

We beseech thee also so to rule the hearts of those who bear the authority of government in this 

and every land, especially Donald, our President; Matthew and Eric, our Governors; and Greg, our 

Mayor; that they may be led to wise decisions and right actions for the welfare and peace of the 

world.  
 

We commend to thy gracious care and keeping all the men and women of our armed forces, and 

others in the service of our government, at home and abroad. Defend them day by day with thy 

heavenly grace; and grant them a sense of thine abiding presence wherever they may be. 
 

Open, O Lord, the eyes of all people to behold thy gracious hand in all thy works, that, rejoicing in 

thy whole creation, they may honor thee with their substance, and be faithful stewards of thy 

bounty. 
 

And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort and succor all Christians 

who suffer persecution; our guests of the food and clothing ministry; all those who, in this 

transitory life, are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity; and especially those 

commended to our prayers. 
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We pray for the victims of the attacks on September 11, 2001, for their families, and for those who 

have subsequently fallen as a result of those attacks.  

Silence is kept for a time as the people add their own petitions silently or aloud. 
  

And we also bless thy holy Name for Mary Thomas Camp Luckett, Thomas Dade Luckett II, and 

for all thy servants departed this life in thy faith and fear, beseeching thee to grant them continual 

growth in thy love and service; and to grant us grace so to follow the good examples of all thy 

saints, that with them we may be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom.

Almighty and everliving God, we most heartily thank thee for that thou dost feed us, in these holy 

mysteries, with the spiritual food of the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son our Savior Jesus 

Christ; and dost assure us thereby of thy favor and goodness towards us; and that we are very 

members incorporate in the mystical body of thy Son, the blessed company of all faithful people; 

and are also heirs, through hope, of thy everlasting kingdom. And we humbly beseech thee, O 

heavenly Father, so to assist us with thy grace, that we may continue in that holy fellowship, and 

do all such good works as thou hast prepared for us to walk in; through Jesus Christ our Lord, to 

whom, with thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honor and glory, world without end.
